


  Scholarship News 
We are very pleased to announce new study abroad 
scholarship funding from the IFSA Foundation that 
allows us to award scholarships of up to $6,000 for 
academic year 2008-09.  The Alliance was able award 
its Spring 09 participants a total of  $35,000 in 
scholarships.  These are need-based and students 
from non-traditional majors or minority backgrounds 
are encouraged to apply.  

*Two of the four India participants received a scholar-
ship, one for $6,000 and the other for $4,000.   

*Thirteen of the 81 China participants  were awarded 
funding.  Two $4,000 scholarships, three $2,500 
scholarships, two $2,000 scholarships, five $1,000 
scholarships, and one $500 scholarship were 
awarded.  

*Schools with a scholarship recipient include       
Colorado State, RIT, St. Michaels, University 
of Arkansas, Northeastern, Susquehanna, 
Indiana, Cleveland State, University of Vir-
ginia, Loyola, St John’s, Texas Tech and the 
University of Kentucky.   

The Alliance conducts exit testing in all of our 
China programs to measure the progress of 
students’ Chinese language acquisition.  In 
fall 2008, prior to beginning their Chinese 
studies with the Alliance, students were given 
a placement exam. Upon completion of the 
program, students were given the same test.  

On average, students studying at BLCU, 
SUFE, and the Fudan non-intensive language 
program achieved scores 30 points higher 
on the exit exam than the placement exam 
during fall 2008.  Students studying on the 
Fudan intensive language program received 
even higher point increases, 39 points on 
average.

INTENSIVE SUMMER SEMINAR AND INTERNSHIP IN PUNE 
Our 8-week intensive summer program runs from 15 
June - 15 August 2009 and provides a total of 9 U.S. 
credits.  In addition to the core course on 
Contemporary India and internship or directed 
research project, students will also choose one of two 
electives: Nation, Caste, and Gender through Film 
or Issues in Political Economy and Development.   

The program begins with an on-site orientation and 
two weeks of intensive coursework.  The remaining 
6 weeks are devoted to the internship or research 
project, with students taking their elective 
concurrently.  Students are housed in semi-
independent living arrangements with Indian 
families.  

One of the components of the summer program that 
we are most proud of is the visiting faculty, Dr. 
Sunila Kale of the University of Washington’s 
Jackson School of International Studies. Dr. Kale is 

an expert on political economy, energy policy and 
development issues in India—with research focusing 
in and around Pune and Maharashtra—and will be 
teaching the core course and overseeing student 
research and internships.   

We feel that  this summer program model offers the 
best of both faculty-led and professionally-
administered study abroad programs: students are 
exposed to active scholarship and cutting-edge 
research on the subcontinent, with a high-powered 
U.S. faculty member to mentor and advise them; at 
the same time, there is all of the administrative and 
logistical support —not to mention careful health and 
safety provisions— ensured by our experienced on-
site staff.  

Scholarships are available up to $1,000 per student, 
and application are due March 1!  More information 
is available on the summer portion of our website.
