In his 1999 Budget Speech, Hong Kong's Financial Secretary announced comprehensive market
reform of the stock and futures markets. The reforms were designed to increase competitiveness
and meet thetmllenges of an increasingly globalised market.

Under the reform, The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited, Hong Kong Futures Exchange
Limited demutualised and together with Hong Kong Securities Clearing Company Limited,
merged under a single holding compaHKEX.

The merger was completed on 6 March 2000 and HKEX listed its shares by introduction on the
stock exchange on 27 June 2000.

Securities market

Reports of securities trading in Hong Kong date back to thelftid century. However, the first
formd market, the Association of Stockbrokers in Hong Kong, was not established until 1891.
The Association was f)eamed the Hong Kong Stock Exchange in 1914.

A second exchange, the Hong Kong Stockbrokers' Association was incorporated in 1921. The two
exchangs merged to form the Hong Kong Stock Exchange in 1947 asstablish the stock
market after the Second World War.

Rapid growth of the Hong Kong economy led to the establishment of three other exchitaages
Far East Exchange in 1969; the Kam Ngan ISExchange in 1971; and the Kowloon Stock
Exchange in 1972.

Pressure to strengthen market regulation and to unify the four exchanges led to the incorporation
of the Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited in 1980. The four exchanges ceased business on 27
March 1986 and the new exchange commenced trading through a coagaisted system on 2

April 1986. Prior to the completion of the exchange merger in March 2000, the unified stock
exchange had 570 participanwganizations

Derivatives market

Established i1976, Hong Kong Futures Exchange Limited is a derivatives leader in the
Asia-Pacific region. It provides efficient and diversified markets for trading futures and options
contracts by its more than 130 participarganizationsincluding many that arefidfated to
international financial institutions.

Derivatives market under HKEx operates futures and options markets on a broad range of
products, including equity index, stock and interest rate. HKEx and its subsidiaries, HKFE
Clearing Corporation Limit and SEHK Options Clearing House Limited, operate rigorous risk
management system which enables participants and their clients to meet their investment and
hedging needs in a liquid and wedigulated market place.



Stock settlement

Hong Kong Securitie€learing Company Limited was incorporated in 1989. It created CCASS,
the central clearing and settlement system, which started operating in 1992 and became the central
counterparty for all CCASS patrticipants.

The clearing operation is based onithenobilizationof share certificates in a central depository.
Share settlement is on a continuous net settlement basis by electronic book entry to participants’
stock accounts in CCASS. Transactions between CCASS participants are settled on T+2, the
second tradig day following the transaction.

A-Ma Temple PortugueseTemplo de AM4;traditionalChinese ; simplified Chinese

The Ruins of St. Paul's

The Ruins of St. Paul's refer to the facade of what was originally the Church of Mater Dei built in
16021640. The facade is reached by a flight of 68 granite steps from the squavélizaljo da
Companhia dos Jeas). The facade of the RuioBSt. Paul's is 2&heterswide and 38.3neters

high and is divided into four levels and a pediment. Following the classical concept of divine
ascension, the orders on each horizontal level evolve from lonic, Corinthian and Composite, from
the base upward.

The two higher levels gradually narrow into a triangular pediment at the top, which symbolizes the
ultimate state of divine ascensiohthe Holy Spirit. The fagcade is Mannerist in style carrying

some distinctively Oriental decorative motifs, includihg tise of Chinese characters and round
chrysanthemum patterns typical of Japanese artistic representations.

The Macau Tower Convention and Entertainment Center or the Sky Tower is known as the 10th
tallest standing tower in the world and a membehefWorld Federation of Great Towers. The
tower measures 399 meters above ground level and comprises of conference facilities and
entertainment lifestyle. Furthermore, the tower has a capacity of 250 persons which makes it
possible to have a restaurant¥sitors to enjoy the place while eating.

Chapel of Our Lady of Penha

Built on top Colina da Penha or Penha Hill, also known as Bishop Hill because of the Bishop
Residence, is a Chapel of Our Lady of Penha which was first built in TE2Zirst clapel was
erected by the crew and passengers of a ship which had a narrow escape from theeuttie
chapel served as shrine for sailors embarking on often hazardous vdyagebapel today dates
back to 1837 when it was completely rebuilt alorithwhe Bishop's Palace.




Chapel of St. Francis Xavier

Built in 1928, this chapel follows the baroque style of Macau's major churches. It has a cream and
white facade with oval windows and a bell tower. It stands behind the monument commemorating
the local victory over pirates in 1910.

The chapel carmins some of the most sacred relics of Christian Asia. In a silver reliquary is a

bone from the arm of St. Francis Xavier, who followed his missionary successes in Japan by

coming to the China coast, where he died in 1552 on Sanchuan Island, 50 milssfram The

relic was destined for Japan but religious persecution there persuaded the church to keep it in

Barrier Gate

Barrier Gate of Macau is the historic partirgfyween the Chinese mainland and the Macau

peninsula. Originally conceived as the barrier by the colonial Portuguese rulers to obstruct cultural
and political exchanges between the people of China and Macau, Macau Barrier Gate or Portas do
Cerco Macau is n@ a must in the Macau sightseeing tour.

Barrier Gate of Macau or Portas do Cerco Macau is located at the northern most point of Macau
where the peninsula unites with the mainland. This Macau Gate build of granite stones
traditionally marked the border bexen this former colonial possession of Portugal and China.
Erected in 1870 to thwart the impeding Chinese nationalistic upsurge from inflowing to Macau,
this Barrier Gate of Macau is now maintained as a small park. A quote of Sun Yat Sen, the father
of Chinese nationalism, "Honor your country for your country is watching you" is well engraved

in the stone walls of the gate.

Barrier Gate of Macau is now the chief attraction on Macau sightseeing tour. The restructured
Macau Barrier Gate Square is decoratetth fountains at the centre amidst green plants. The

azure tiles at the side walls jointly with the sonnet of the Portuguese Poet, Camoes portray the
history of Macau. This specimen of history is surrounded by modern buildings on both side
housing immigratin and customs. The gate remains open from 7 am to midnight for the tourists.
Tourists can the Border Gate Square through the escalators, elevators and stair cases linked with
the new underground passenger terminal.
